Emergency Card/Self-Medication forms — Will be distributed in homeroom on the first day of school and MUST be returned to the homeroom
teacher by Friday, September 17th.

Dress Code — Students should dress appropriately for school. Students are not permitted to wear hats or coats in school. Please refer to the
Dress Code section of the Agenda Book for more information.

Early Dismissals — If a student needs an early dismissal, a note signed by the parent/guardian must be sent in with the student and given to the
teacher (at time of dismissal) in order to be released from class. The student should then proceed to the Main Office and present the parent note to
the Attendance Officer at the time of dismissal. An assistant principal will approve/verify each note before the student is allowed to leave. When
sending in a note, please submit the first and last name of the student. We discourage phone calls for early dismissals. For purposes of our
attendance policy, a student must be in school for at least 6 hours to receive credit for a full day.

Attendance — If your child will be absent from school, please call our Attendance Office. For 9™ & 10" grade students, please call 223-2703,
and 11" & 12" grade, call 223-2769. A reminder to all parents/guardians that the Student Contact Information form that was sent from the
Attendance Office in June must be returned. The deadline was July 15th.

Student Parking is for Seniors only. A separate letter to all seniors regarding parking applications, rules & regulations was sent home in July.

Telephone Calls to Students During School — Personal calls/messages to students are not permitted. Classes will not be disturbed for
messages to students. In the event of an emergency, the call/message will be directed to an administrator for verification. Pagers are not
permitted in school. Cell phones are not allowed to be visible or used during normal school hours.

Classes Will Not Be Interrupted During School — Students/parents should make sure (before leaving home in the morning) that all arrangements
have been made for the day regarding appointments, pick-up times, after school activities, etc. Classes will not be interrupted in order to relay
messages to students. Parents are asked not to call the school to relay messages unless it is an extreme emergency.

Personal/School Items Dropped Off for Students — Students/parents should be aware that if it is necessary to drop off an item that your child has
forgotten, it must be left at our Visitor’s Desk in the front main lobby. The student will not be called out of class to pick up the item. It is the
student’s responsibility to check at the Visitor Desk in between classes.

Counseling Office — Students can check PowerSchool periodically during the last two weeks of August to access their schedules online. Any
scheduling questions can be directed to the Guidance office at 223-2710.

Bus Passes — These will be mailed to each family on or about the week of August 29th. If you have questions or do not receive a pass, please
contact Jessica Dadak in the Transportation Office at 223-2782. Due to the fact that buses are filled to capacity, students will not be permitted to
ride another bus to or from school. Also, students can only obtain a bus pass for the late buses if they are required to stay after school for a
school activity, meeting or tutoring. The student must obtain the bus pass from the teacher in charge of the activity.

Gym Uniforms — Gym uniforms can be purchased at the School Store on August 25" from 3:00-7:00 PM, and during Freshman Orientation on
August 24" Uniforms can also be purchased once school starts at the School Store.

Picture Day — Picture day for ALL students is Friday, September 24, 2010. The order forms will be sent home with each student prior to this
date or may be picked up in the main office. Friday, October 22, 2010, has been scheduled for any student pictures that need to be retaken.

Lock/Lockers — On the first day of school, students will be issued a school lock (if applicable). Students are permitted to use School Locks Only.
All locks must be returned to the homeroom teacher at the end of the school year or a fine will be imposed. A lost or stolen lock will be subject
to a $6.00 fine.
