Together Project Prom parents create a generous evening of food, fun and prizes 

for hundreds of students in the spirit of drug and alcohol safety and prevention. 

Last year, we had an additional challenge to raise money for both the junior and 

the senior class!!  We had over 500 students attend Project Prom at Dave and 

Busters.   The place never looked so alive and the kids had a blast!   This year the 

same challenge is upon us, and we need your help.  We ask students to pay only a 

fraction of the actual cost it takes to treat our students to a safe night at Dave and 

Busters.  The survival of this amazing program is dependent on the support of the 

community. Project Prom is an annual event.  Therefore, parents from all grades 

can volunteer and participate in the Project Prom family and to see the results of 

what their support can do!  The time, energy, faith and money raised over one 

year will continue help for the following year, and so on and so on.  Please join us 

the first Tuesday of every month at 6:30pm in the HS Auxiliary Cafeteria.

Prom Committee two years ago and got involved again early in the 2010-11 school year.

       THE HISTORY OF PROJECT PROM 

Planning for Project Prom began in 2005 at the request of the 

Junior and Senior class officers who wanted an alternative to after 

prom parties.  A parent volunteer group, the Clearview HS 

Project Prom Committee, was formed to develop a plan to provide 

a drug and alcohol free party for students after the prom.   
More than 300 juniors and seniors attended the very first Project 

Prom in May 2006; a fun filled night at Dave and Busters after the 

Jr/Sr prom.  They played games on the Midway, danced, played 
pool, enjoyed bowling and ate and ate again until the sun came up.  

They had the entire D & B facility to themselves. The committee 

collected door prizes throughout the year and every student was 
awarded a gift; from a laptop to flat screen TV to Coach handbags 

to Wawa and fast food certificates. 

Two separate proms were created in 2007; a junior and a senior 
prom.  It was decided that the after prom party would be for the 

seniors.  The committee grew with veteran and rookie parent 

volunteers.  Dave and Busters was booked and many months of 
campaigning to raise funds and collect door prizes began again. 

The Project Prom fashion show was introduced in 2008.  With 

the help of a professional event planner, parent of two Clearview 
students, Sharon Phillips Waxman of SPW Productions guided us 

through the process of putting on a successful show. It has now 

become a yearly event featuring more than one hundred Clearview 
juniors and seniors modeling formalwear from local businesses.  

Businesses showcase their prom merchandise to the public during 
the vendor showcase and a Basket Auction is held .The fashion 

show continues to be a big hit each year and enjoys a packed house 

of friends, family and students. 
To help raise funds, Project Prom has been awarded the 

concessions booth at several events including the Powder Puff 

game and Mr. Clearview. Parent volunteers help out with planning 
and work in the booths.  Contributions from the community, 

community groups and associations and Clearview families make 

up the difference along with donations from a letter writing 
campaign held throughout the year. Even a few Clearview clubs 

make contributions to Project Prom.  In 2009 and 2010 Project 

Prom was offered exclusive rights to food sales at Bark in the Park 
at Chestnut Branch.  The fashion show continues to be our best 

money maker and so much fun for the students. 

Over the years, fresh fruit, candy and a dessert bar have been 

added to the menu at Dave and Busters along with more busses so 

the students can spread out.  For two years, a caricaturist was 

brought in to sketch students’ profiles but in 2011 a photo booth 
with fun props was set up to capture the memories.   

Because Clearview returned to a Jr/Sr prom in 2011, Project Prom 

was the largest ever with over 500 students attending.  We still 
try to give every student a loaded game card each year but the 

amount fluctuates depending on our fundraising efforts.  Every 

student is offered a PP tee shirt when they sign up and in 2011 we 
were still able to award prizes to every senior.     

Every year we lose parents as they “graduate” along with their 

children.  That’s why we need you.  Even if it’s only small 
amounts of time you can give, it is needed.  For the first time 

ever, we find a good number of parents on our committee have 

seniors.  We desperately need freshman, sophomore and junior 
parents to jump on board this year to help to continue this 

tradition-for the fun of it and for the well being of our kids.  We 

believe in what Project Prom stands for and we hope you do too.
